You'll hand them in to the nurse when you register, along
with your medications. If you forget these forms, you can obtain them at registration.

PLEASE DO NOT BRING ANY OVER THE COUNTER MEDICATION WITH YOU TO CAMP.
The Health Center is equipped with most items such as aspirin and calamine lotion.
