POSITION DESCRIPTION

I. PURPOSE

The primary purpose of this position is to provide nature and environmental awareness
programming to summer campers.

II. ACCOUNTABILITY
The position is under the direction of the Program Director.
III. RESPONSIBILITIES
A. Plan, prep and lead nature classes throughout the summer for all ages (7-18 years;
intergenerational).

1. Typically 1 hour in length.
2. To include: nature walks, hands-on activities, animals, flora and trees.

B. Clean and set up Nature Center at beginning and end of summer.
C. Purchase supplies as needed for Nature Cabin and program.
D. Assist with other program areas of camp and other jobs as assigned.

IV.  TIME COMMITMENT

This position is a full-time, non-exempt position which is paid a weekly wage. Due to
the nature of this position, working hours may vary greatly throughout the summer.
