
 
 

What to Bring to Camp 
 
Clothing: (please label each item with the camper’s name)  
 

• 5 - 6 pairs of Shorts  
• 2 pairs of Full-length Pants or Jeans  
• Underwear and Socks for a week  
• Short and Long Sleeved Shirts  

• Sweater/Sweatshirt and Jacket  
• Raincoat and Boots  
• Pajamas or other Suitable Sleepwear  
• Hiking or other Sturdy Shoes, if you have them  

• Sneakers, other sturdy Closed-Toed Shoes and sturdy Sandals that secure to your feet with a 
back strap like Tevas, Chacos, Keens, etc.  
Please Note: For safety reasons, campers are not allowed to wear flip-flops, crocs or other open-
toed shoes and sandals that aren’t secure to your foot, with the exception of in the shower area 
of the bath-houses.  

• Bathing Suit for active swimming and play (preferred for female campers, one piece or tankini) 
and Beach Towel (Goggles if wanted)  

 
Bedding    (All campers will have a Cot/Bunk and Mattress)  
 

• Sleeping Bag or 2-3 warm Blankets and Sheets.  
• Pillow and Pillowcase (if desired)  

 
Toiletries:  
 

• Soap in a container 
• Washcloths 
• Bath Towels 
• Toothbrush 

 

• Toothpaste 
• Comb & Brush 
• Personal Hygiene Supplies  

 

Other Items:  
 

• Water Bottle 
• Bible 
• Flashlight & Batteries 
• Insect Repellent 
• Sunscreen 

 

• Backpack/Bag to carry Personal Belongings around camp 
• Laundry Bag 
• Pencils 
• Pens  
• Stationery and Stamps (Can be purchased at the camp store.)  

 
Optional:  
 

• Fishing Equipment 
• Camera 
• Guitar 
• Pocket Knife (Will be kept in a central location. Elementaries & Juniors may not bring knives.)  

 
Do Not Bring:  
Ipads, Tablets, Ipods, MP3 players, Video Games, Cell Phones or Other Electronic or Expensive Items. 
 

In addition, no food should be brought or sent to camp. We will be camping in the woods and do not 
want to attract wildlife (raccoons, etc.) If we find you have brought food, it will be taken & returned at the 
end of the week before you go home.  
 
Note: Drugs, Alcohol, and Tobacco Products are prohibited by the Camp Board. Anyone 
found  possessing these substances will be asked to leave the program without refund. Those with 
illegal substances are liable under the penalties of law.
